Greetings! 

You are cordially invited to participate in the 26th annual New England Traditions Convention. The event will be held at the Best Western Royal Plaza Hotel in Marlborough, MA, October 8-13, 2024, and is sponsored by the member-based New England Decorative Artists, Inc. This year our Convention will continue the traditions of a 2½ -day regional trade show, five days of painting classes, demonstrations, and much more—again all under one roof! 
You will find your 2024 Teacher's Contract and W-9 enclosed. Please read them carefully, complete (neatly), sign and return with your forms and jpegs to Dorey Joy, Teacher/Class Selection Chair. All paperwork for submissions must be sent together and may be submitted by EMAIL ONLY. Please read the requirements included in the Teacher Contract for submissions.  
Again for the 2024 NET Convention we will be allowing teachers to increase the number of students in a class to 55, without the class being a Special Event, as room space allows. These classes will be limited in number as we have one (1) room that can accommodate this number of students. They will be on a first fill basis. There will be an area on the Project Data Sheet that asks if you are willing to teach to 55 students. Please complete this area.
When submitting to teach for NET, please refer to NET's cancellation policy in the Teacher Contract and submit to teach with minimum as well as maximum class size expectations as the goal. Our goal is to have zero class cancellations due to small class registration numbers.

Our Selection Committee is composed of one representative from each of our participating chapters in the New England Decorative Artists, Inc. and three to four NEDA Board members. The selection process is done online. Each person reviews the anonymous project photos independently and assigns a score to each photo. We then average the scores for each project, and curate a convention from these ratings and the needs of the Convention. Anyone participating in the scoring process may not submit project(s) to teach for the 2024 Convention. 
Project Submissions: The number of 2-, 4-, 6-, or 8-hour project submissions, per teacher, is unlimited. The number of selected projects will be based on the rating scores of each project and the needs of the Convention. Class size will range from 1–55 students. Larger class space is limited and will be assigned during the registration process on a first fill basis. NEW ENGLAND TRADITIONS will continue to solicit teachers for a small number of medium-specific, Intro 101 classes for 2024. In order to simplify classroom scheduling, if your submission requires a class size limitation, please note the max number of students per submission on the submission form. 

Classes will be held over the five days of the Convention. Understand when submitting to teach, you are agreeing to teach Wednesday through Sunday. Teachers are encouraged to submit for the 2-, 4- and 6-hour classes at beginner, beginner/intermediate, intermediate, and advanced levels. Please specify what intensity level you intend–Beginner to Advanced. Please consider that we have a limited number of Intensive Study (6- and 8-hour) class spaces. All teachers may submit projects for the Intensive Study classes, which are 6 or 8 hours long for the intermediate and/or advanced painter in that medium. These projects should enhance the student’s skills or present skills normally taught in a seminar setting. All Intensive Study projects MUST include a short paragraph explaining why the project should be considered an Intensive Study.

When determining the level of your project(s), please take the following into consideration:

Beginner (B)



Taught at a slow pace with teacher assistance.

Beginner/Intermediate (B/I)

Taught at a moderate pace with teacher assistance
Intermediate (I)


Taught at a moderate pace with some teacher assistance.

Advanced (A)
                         
Taught at a faster pace with little teacher assistance.

As with all classes, Intensive Study classes must be taught at the level and pace being advertised. 

Tips for a Better Photo: Project should fill the photo, not just a small portion. Plain backgrounds are best. Busy backgrounds distract from the project. Colors in a project look best if background color in photo is mid-value gray. Best photos are taken with a digital camera, or at a high resolution on an iPhone. 
Please be specific as to what medium a project will be painted in. If a project is a mixed-media project, please provide us with an explanation of what will be used. If a project is basecoated in acrylic and then oils are used to glaze, please indicate that. We need as much information as possible on the Project Data Sheet and the Photo Label. 

Note when pricing your projects:

Please be aware when calculating the cost of your project. This is something that is taken into consideration when the selection process is done. If you price the projects to high it could have a negative impact on acceptance or possibly on your class enrollment.
